Pathway/Curb Is there a continuous pathway from the driveway to the house?
Are the curbs manageable? 


(3)
Are the pathway surfaces smooth and safe to walk on?
Are the level changes negotiable? (Can you make them?
On your own?) Change of level at entrance Are the level changes at the front and rear door man-ageable?
If there are steps here, are they in good condition? Are the railings in good repair on both sides?
Would the addition of a ramp provide independent access for a household member?
If there is a ramp, is the slope OK for moving up and down?
Is the ramp in good condition?
Does it provide a stable, non-slip surface?
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Door 

Is the door wide enough to move through? 

Is the door easy to open arid close? 

Is the threshold negotiable? (Does Itie Treshold let you cross without tripping you or hindering your rnovement?) 

Is there adequate space on the tront landing to maneuver while opening the door and moving into the house? 

Once inside the house, is there adequate space to maneuver while closing the door and moving into the house? 

Safety Features

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Getting Around the House:
(1) Can you move around your home easily?

Doors and Corridors Are the doorways and hallways wide enough to move through? 

Are the thresholds between rooms negotiable (don’t trip you or hinder your movement?) 

Do the doors avoid opening into hallways or other spaces where they may be obstacles? 

Are the hallways tree from obstwctions?
If a wheelchair or walking aid is used, are the walls. corners, or doors protected from scraping?

(3) Steps and Stair Cases

Are the stairs in your home easy to climb and descend?

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Are there handrails running along both sides from fop to bottom of the stairway?
